Although many
dike failures are known, the number of well
documented dike failures seems limited.
Therefore, TC201 wants to collect case histories
of dike failures. The focus will be on recent
failures, since the year 2000. The case histories
should be well divided around the different
continents and different failure mechanisms.

A paper is currently written on the selected case
histories. The paper is meant to be published in
the international journal of geoengineering case
